Construction is well underway on the new Oceanside Community Track at Ballenas Secondary School. A formal 
groundbreaking ceremony was held on May 22 which recognized the levels of government, groups and 
organizations who have worked together to raise the funds to make the track a reality.  
 
In 2021, the City contributed $250,000 to the track project and a further $500,000 contribution was approved in 
the City’s 2024-2028 financial plan.
